The formation of a complete vocabulary ofnbsp;English words has not been attempted. Indeed, as every living language is in anbsp;state of transition, some of its words becoming obsolete, and new terms beingnbsp;constantly added, such a production if desirable would be impossible. It would have been an easy task to extend the Work to double its present size, without in any material degree increasing its utility, by the insertion of largenbsp;classes of

derivatives presenting no difficulty or irregularity in their orthography,nbsp;pronunciation, or translation. By the omission of such words, space has been leftnbsp;for the introduction of a great number of modem terms, and for a careful noticenbsp;of numerous anomalies in etymology and orthoepy, a feature which distinguishesnbsp;the present Work from those which have preceded it. The compiler has alsonbsp;availed himself of various typographical expedients which have enabled him tonbsp;comprise in 435 pages matter which would otherwise have occupied about 470. In the preparation of this, the only English-Welsh Pronoxmcing Dictionary that has appeared, twenty-one dictionaries of authority

have been constantlynbsp;referred to; and in eases of disputed pronunciation, a general but by no meansnbsp;a servile deference has been paid to the authority of Smart, whose elaborate andnbsp;comprehensive work is undoubtedly the best reflex of the customary pronunciationnbsp;of educated English speakers, the true criterion of correct English orthoepy. The sounds are here arranged in a natural order, beginning in each division with those sounds produced in the anterior part of the mouth, and ending with those formed most internally. § 7, The sounds are usually divided into two classes: vowels and consonants. . The first thirteen sounds in the list are vowels; the last twenty-three are consonants. The sounds r and h, however,are anomalous; h being an nnarticulated aspiration, and r an obscure sound partaking of the nature of both vowel andnbsp;consonant (§ 23). VOWELS. § 8. The vowels1 are clear open sounds of the voice alone. They are very irregularly represented in the established system of orthography.

Consonants are generally defined as ‘letters which cannot be sounded by themselves,’ or ‘ cannot be perfectly sounded without the help of a vowel.’nbsp;These definitions are founded in error; for all the consonants may be pronounced alono. The sounds p, b, t, d, c, and g indeed cannot be continuouslynbsp;pronounced, either with or without a vowel; because in forming these soundsnbsp;the passage of the breath is perfectly closed.^ Most, if not all, of tiie other consonants may be continuously pronounced without a vowel; of which fact anynbsp;person may convince himself, by pronouncing

words ending in th, s, z, f, as innbsp;^nth, miss, size, stiff, and dwelling on the last sounds. A familiar instance ofnbsp;pronouncing a consonant alone is found in the action called hissing, which isnbsp;nothing more than a continuous pronunciation of the sound s. The word sizenbsp;in the above example may be supposed to terminate in a vowel; but vowels arenbsp;here spoken of as sounds, not as letters, and in this case e is mute. § 32.
