Explanatory Remarks on all essential matters contained in this MILITARY MAP, by MAJOR T. B. JERVIS, F.R.S.; F. R. Geol" and R. Geog Soc.; Hon. Mem. Hist. Soc. Massachusetts and Boston ;

The Public emergency of the moment necessitated the reprinting of the Austrian Map in its precise form and
language, for the immediate use of the Staff of the British army proceeding to the East, and their perfect concert as
to routes, points of debarkation, and other military purposes, as well as to the Higher Authorities and Public Officers
at home, on whom a correspondent acquaintance with facts and localities would devolve in regard of instructions and
provision for our Forces. Many defects, therefore, might thus have been obviated, which a leisurely and diligent
examination would otherwise reasonably have precluded in a perfectly new, and so to call it, Original Map, (for there
is nothing short of an actual Trigonometrical and Topographical Survey that can strictly be called Original,) with
all corrections, improvements, and additions brought down to the latest date, in a more familiar language ‘and legible
character also, to the British people than the German. But these so desirable objects in an ag;g that ineessintly
demands, When ; How; and Wherefore ; have been maturely considered, and will (Deo volente) be early realized, as
far as circumstances permit, in a manner which it is hoped will give general contentment to all classes, the very
humblest of Her Majesty’s subjects alike, not less deeply interested, where their tenderest sympathies are sent afar
off to some loved relative or friend, and where every one is equally concerned in providing for the expenses of this
much deprecated, and calamitous, but, as the Wisest Counsellors of our beloved Sovereign have deemed it, most
necessary and unavoidable War,

All future Maps, of whatever kind, with the construction of which he may be charged, by the High Authorities
in this country, and they will be none other than are absolutely demanded for purposes of Public utility and War,
will be constructed and put forth with all the possible care, despatch, and skill, which the limited i)OWG]'S and
means at the disposal of Major Jervis, and his immediate and valued Associate, are enabled to bring to this
extremely arduous and important work : a confidential trust, in which he humbly hopes the country crenekrally will
find no after reason to question the noble patriotic judgment, forethought, and encouragement, first extended to him
by his valued friend, Sir Charles Trevelyan, K.C.B., Secretary to the Lords of the T reasury. Such as it 18, the
Austrian Quartermaster General’s map is unquestionably the very best Military Authority extant on all the most
necessary Geographical matters in the countries where War is now actually carrying on, and in others, where the
agency of Russian emissaries is likely also to call for the early interference of the combined forces of the Western
Powers.

It will readily be understood from the nature of Mahomedan Government, that the Turkish Empire was far more
imperfectly known to us than any portion of Europe, notwithstanding its celebrity in the page of Classic and Sacred
literature.

Bessarabia, Moldavia, Wallakhia, Servia, Bulgaria : the measurement of the Great Meridional Are, and Triangulation
of Russia, extending as far south as Ismael, on the confines of the Dobrudscha. Highly intelligent emissaries—
officers of the corps of Engineers, Quartermaster-General’s department, and Staff—having been despatched, secretly,
under various scientific, and other pretexts, during the last forty or fifty years, they collected a mass of valuable
observations and routes, which are now lying before us in three large Maps, in the Russian language and character,
evidently constructed with the greatest practicable care. Persons of the highest scientific acquirements, as naturalists,
geologists, or as persons of taste and pleasure, in the character of artists, or mere travellers, have, more particularly
since 1828, been authoritatively deputed by the Russian government, over the whole extent of the Turkish empire
in Europe, Asia, and Africa, at which period the defectiveness or inaccuracies of former informants, determined the
Emperor to be master of everything essential to his next bold step of conquest. And I venture to affirm from a
close inspection of the various Astronomical and Statistical details of Asia Minor and Egypt especially, that the
methods therein employed, are not only unsurpassed in Europe, but in a manner unknown to us. It were to be
desired, on the mere ground of the advancement of science, that we may be enabled to transfer these valuable
Russian documents to our own Literature, which to a certain extent I shall be enabled to exemplify in a Series of
Memoirs, accompanied by the Maps and reconnoissances, entitled Russian Miscellanies, now in the press, on the sug-
gestion of Sir Charles Trevelyan. :

What the Austrians have done, great as is their merit and industrious skill, is secondary to that of Russia,
where all the talent of every country and people in the world is sought and purchased at every, and any, price and
trouble. Theirs, the Austrian, was rather the office of amplification of previous data, and the taste they bestowed
in the illustration of the Zerrain, which the Russians seem not to have cultivated from their little practice i an
Empire comparatively one dead level plain. The beauty of the delineation of the Austrian Geographical depot,
commands our highest praise. The Russian maps deserve no less for their accuracy for practical purposes, as that
remarkable document the Map of the Krima, by General Mukhin, constructed by order of the Emperor’s Aide-de-
camp, Governor General Prince Volkonski in 1817—19, and their extraordinary, claborate, and beautiful Chart of
the White Sea; where all that skill and consummate Nautical judgment could apply, have been eminently
exemplified. Of these documents I give no mere hearsay, or conjectural opinion, for they have engaged many hours
and days of my thoughtful study. The Russian administrative map of Moldavia by Kisselef, on a scale of ten
versts* to an English inch in 1833 ; that of Bessarabia, Moldavia, Wallakhia and the Territories adjacent, on a scale
of twelve versts to an English inch in twenty sheets, composed at the Military Topographical Depot during the year
1817, corrected to 1820 ; lastly, the grand Special Topographical Map of the Russian Empire in Europe, printed
under General Schubert’s direction in 1826—1840, constituted the basis of the Austrian Map now before us.

From an officer of Engineers employed in that work, I have positive assurance that the Austrian Government
being enjoined by Prince Schwarzenberg to furnish the very best possible information of the Turkish Empire, i aid
